22 All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through the 
prophet: 23 “The virgin will conceive and give birth to a son, and they 
will call him Immanuel” (which means “God with us”).

Hopefully 
this  time  of  year  encourages  us  to  shed   the  veneer  of 
comfortability and reach out to be what others need us to be. At 
the end of the day we all need is examples of  God among us.
